Once again it has been our privilege this past year to be entrusted with leading The
Barker Foundation. This Annual Report recounts both the joys and the challenges
of 2012. The year’s remarkable accomplishments were made possible by the tireless
efforts and expert skills of the Staff and the deep commitment of the Board of
Trustees. And right behind the Board and the Staff was the extraordinary Barker
community of family and friends, giving freely of their time and resources to ensure
another year of making a difference in the lives of so many children in this country
and abroad.

The year also will be remembered for the launch of our second endowment
campaign, Legacy II: The Next Generation, undergirded by a magnificent challenge
from The Hillside Foundation and further augmented by robust Board and donor
support during the “silent phase.” Also, Project Wait No Longer continued to grow
with strong support again received from The Freddie Mac Foundation and other
generous funders. And to be equally heralded, we received our Hague Treaty recer-
tification from the Council on Accreditation, affirming the ethical and compassion-
ate work of our international department. Last, our infant domestic staff and Board
members began a determined quest to challenge the too-often sordid practices of
Internet facilitators through education, advocacy, and legislative involvement - an
effort that is already counting successes.

We take great pride in 67 years of accomplishments, but we also retain a measure
of humility, for much remains to be done in the field of child welfare. One of the
great unfinished endeavors of our world is ensuring a cherished home for every
child. Thank you for your continued support as we make this a reality for more
children in the coming years!

What We Accomplished

2012 brought both joys and challenges. Best of all, it brought

91 children the permanent, loving families they deserve.

WE PLACED 91 CHILDREN IN LOVING HOMES.

We also counseled more than 100 birth mothers; helped
hundreds of individuals through our monthly support
groups for birth parents, adopted persons, and parents of
adopted teens/young adults; and responded to dozens
of inquiries each month from adopted persons searching
for their birth families. We also established or maintained
connections in 19 states to achieve the adoption of older,
waiting children in the U.S. foster care system.

WE COMPLETED OUR STRATEGIC PLAN.

Working closely with Compass, a non-profit advisory
group, we developed a strategic plan that clearly
establishes our priorities over the next three years. The
initiatives within it will help us further develop systems,
programs, and services that support and strengthen our
leadership in child welfare in general and adoption in
particular.

WE LAUNCHED AN ENDOWMENT CAMPAIGN.

In 2012, we launched Legacy II: The Next Generation, a
fundraising campaign to increase our endowment from
$3 million to $10 million. The endowment provides critical
annual distributions to Barker, representing 6-7% of
annual revenues. A $3.5 million matching gift generously
pledged by a Barker family helps ensure the success of
the campaign. Leadership gifts have been given by 100%
of Barker’s Board of Trustees and every member of the
Endowment Steering Committee.

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WE SERVED AS ADVOCATES.

We have long been a leader in adoption education and
the promotion of ethical adoption practices, domestically
and internationally. In 2012 alone, our annual conference
presented leading edge information to more than 350
members of the adoption community for its 18 straight
year. Our leaders served as resources for information
about adoption laws, profiteering and the implications of
the Internet. And our staff provided training and resources
to public agencies charged with improving the welfare of
children.

WE RENEWED OUR HAGUE ACCREDITATION.

The Hague Adoption Convention is an international
agreement to safeguard intercountry adoptions. Under the
Convention, all adoption agencies working in Convention
countries must be accredited. One of the first to receive
accreditation when the Convention took effect in 2008, we
achieved a four-year renewal of our accreditation in 2012.

WE JOINED TOGETHER.

More than 200 people attended our annual Barker picnic,
bringing together both new and longtime members of
the Barker community for an afternoon of bonding and
fun. Similarly, the 8" Annual Teen Weekend gave adopted
teens a chance to have fun, surround themselves with
other adopted youth, and in a safe, comfortable group,
share their thoughts on being adopted.

WE WON AWARDS.

Beverly Clarke, director of the Project Wait No Longer pro-
gram, was honored as Maryland’s 2012 Angel in Adoption.
Maryland Congressman Chris Van Hollen recognized
Beverly for her outstanding efforts on behalf of children in
Maryland: “Beverly is on the front lines helping to change
the lives of children who might otherwise never have the
love and support of a permanent family.”
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WE MADE A DIFFERENCE.

We helped change the lives of children, parents, grand-
parents, aunts, uncles and friends by matching children
with permanent, loving families. A Barker parent who
adopted her son when he was 12 noted the milestones
he might not otherwise have experienced: “My son has

had many firsts since coming home. He has played his
first organized sport, had his first birthday party, his first
sleepover, his first plane ride and his first road trip. He is
learning for the first time that love is more than a word. It
is an action and it is consistent.”

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How We Make a Difference

The narratives that follow tell the stories of just a few of the individuals and families
whose lives were changed by Barker’s programs and services in 2012.

A Family Is What You Make It

That’s what National Public Radio Morning Edition host
Steve Inskeep says. He should know - Steve is both an
adopted person and an adoptive father.

Steve, Carolee, his wife, and their daughter, Ava, traveled
to China to welcome Ana Xiao, a vivacious three-and-a-
half-year-old, into their family.

CAREFUL AGENCY SELECTION

Carolee researched a number of adoption agencies and
options before choosing Barker. “Barker’s non-profit
status was important to us and it had the right spirit. We
felt good about its experience and connections.”

Barker’s work with birth mothers both before and after
placement was also a factor. “We wanted to work with
someone who made sure birth mothers had access to
counseling before making their decisions and forever after.
We felt it was a marker of ethics and integrity,” Carolee says.

A WAITING CHILD

The Inskeeps chose to adopt through Barker’s China
Waiting Child program, a program that places children
with mild to moderate special needs or slightly older ages
with families. “Ana was born with a hole in her heart, but
surgeons had already corrected it by the time we met her,”
Steve explains.

Today, Ana is an adorable, rambunctious, funny little girl
who adores her big sister and thrives at a bilingual charter
school, where she studies in both Mandarin and English.

REMAIN OPEN TO THE POSSIBILITIES

Carolee urges prospective families to be open to Barker’s
China Waiting Child program. “Ana had amazing care. The
loving nannies who cared for her taught Ana how to build
and maintain proper relationships. She was also aware
that children get a mommy and daddy and move away so
when she came to us she understood she was supposed
to be in a different situation.”

Steve says going through the adoption process made him
even more comfortable with his own adoption at 10 days
old. “It simply reinforced the idea that family is just what
you make it.”

IN RESPONSE, WE ARE:
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It Takes a Village

If you don’t believe in angels, maybe you haven’t met Jim and Genie Murphy.

The Barker foster parents’ selfless love of two newborn
babies born last December under difficult circumstances
was incredible. Months later, the care they continue to
show both the babies and the family that adopted them is
nothing short of extraordinary.

SURPRISE BIRTH

In late 2012, a birth mother working with The Barker
Foundation was close to choosing a family for her baby.
Instead, she went into premature labor and delivered a

baby at home and then, unexpectedly, a surprise twin on
the way to the hospital. The birth mother remained stead-
fast in her decision to place her children for adoption and
had only one request - she hoped her two babies would
be placed together into a permanent, loving family.

The Barker team swung into action. Beth Kirby, the head
of Barker’s foster parent program, knew just who to call to
arrange temporary care for the babies while their situa-
tion was sorted out. Jim and Genie had already served as
foster parents to other premature infants and they had
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the knowledge and the spirit to serve as loving advocates
for the twins.

Their ability to advocate soon proved crucial. While
Zachariah, one of the twins, was healthy, Ryan, the second
baby, was not. Both babies were in the neonatal intensive
care unit (NICU), but Ryan’s situation was much more dire
as symptoms of cerebral palsy emerged.

DEVOTED CARE

Jim and Genie devoted themselves to the boys, spending
long days at the hospital, including Christmas Day, cra-
dling them skin-to-skin against their chests for hours at a
time to give them the critical “kangaroo” care that experts
say stimulates physiological and psychological bonding in
pre-term infants.

Once Zachariah reached 4 Ibs. and could eat on his own,
he was released and Jim and Genie took him home from
Children’s National Medical Center. Genie began spend-
ing the days at home with Zachariah while Jim left each
morning to spend the day with Ryan. In the evenings and
on weekends, they switched so Genie could learn how to
adjust and suction Ryan’s tracheotomy and gastrointesti-
nal tubes in hopes that he too would soon be released to
their care.

NATIONWIDE SEARCH FOR THE RIGHT FAMILY

In the meantime, the Barker team worked to find a per-
manent, loving home for the boys. Cecilia Racine, director
of Barker’s domestic adoption program, launched a
nationwide search for just the right family. After reviewing
dozens of files, the Barker staff found exactly what they
were looking for - a family in Montana with the resources,
skills and desire to meet both babies’ needs.

A Valentine’s Day conference call with the prospective
adoptive family, the medical team at Children’s, and
Barker staff affirmed the choice, and when the adoptive
parents came East to complete the paperwork, Jim and
Genie generously hosted them. They also helped solve the
logistical challenge of getting Ryan to Montana given his
need for round-the-clock care.

LOVE WITHOUT END

Following a $12,000 medical transport plane trip for
Ryan, the boys were reunited in Montana and getting to
know their new family. They hadn’t seen the last of Jim
and Genie, however. After spending time together at the
Jim and Genie’s home and countless hours on telephone
calls before and after the transfer of the boys, the bonds
between Jim and Genie and the boys” adoptive parents
were strong. When an adult daughter in the twins’ new
family married in Idaho in June, Jim and Genie flew to
Montana to stay with the Ryan for a week so his parents
and Zachariah could attend the wedding. Jim and Genie’s

relationship with the boys and their family remains strong
as they talk and Skype with them frequently.

Cecilia says Jim and Genie’s contribution to the twins’
successful placement was invaluable. Jim and Genie say
the same about Barker’s role. “One of the reasons we
volunteer with Barker is because they keep children at the
center of everything they do. This experience just rein-
forced that for us,” Genie says.

REJECTING THE EASY WAY OUT

“This situation came up unexpectedly and it required

a huge commitment of time and resources and Barker
did not miss a step. They were willing to take care of the
babies as long as it took to find them a family. It would
have been easy to turn their backs and and walk away

or to place Zachariah with a waiting family, since he was
healthy, and let Social Services figure out what to do with
Ryan. Instead, everyone worked together with one goal -
finding the twins a permanent, loving family together. As
a result, they wound up in a really good place,” Jim says.

Jim and Genie’s appreciation for Barker and the integ-
rity of the process helped make letting go after such an
intense relationship a little bit easier. “It’s hard to not see
them everyday, but the whole point was to get them to
their wonderful, forever family, together. With the help of
an amazing team of people we accomplished that, and
that’s what matters most.”
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Consistency, Time and Caring Bring a Family Together

When Amy and David Rhodes saw the three girls on the website for Wednesday’s Child, a weekly
television spot that features children in foster care, they knew they had found their daughters.

Eager to expand their family through adoption, the couple
had been waiting for the right opportunity to present
itself through The Barker Foundation’s Project Wait No
Longer (PWNL).

More than 75 families expressed interest in Aya, Tala and
Sarah, who were 14,12 and 10 at the time, but Amy and
Dave rose to the top and were selected to meet them.
The girls were separated in foster care - Sarah and Tala
together in Arlington, VA, and Aya with a foster family
in Fredericksburg, VA - when Amy and Dave met them
for the first time in December 2008. The fivesome spent
weekends together throughout the first six months of
2009 and the girls moved in to the Rhodes home early
the same summer.

A CHALLENGING TRANSITION

The transition was challenging at times. Aya, Tala and
Sarah not only had to adjust to having parents in their lives,
they also had to relearn how to live in one place as siblings.
Add in academic concerns, sadness, and a congenital
medical condition, and times were not always easy.

Aya had switched schools numerous times. Tala had
repeated fifth grade, failed sixth grade and now needed to
be placed in seventh grade. The girls had rarely been read
to and reading was very difficult for Sarah. “They didn’t
see much of a future and school didn’t have any value,”
Amy, an elementary school teacher, says.

The family also needed to find new medical care for Tala
to address a four-inch leg length discrepancy that resulted
from tumors blocking her growth plates. After connecting
with a new medical team at Sinai Hospital of Baltimore,
Tala underwent three major surgeries to lengthen her
shorter limb. Amy remained at Tala’s bedside throughout
the painful process.

STRUGGLING TO ACCEPT ADOPTION

Still, Tala struggled with the idea of adoption. “l was 12.

| didn't want to be adopted. | didn’t care what Amy and
Dave wanted. Instead | was focused on material things -
having a phone and a boyfriend.” This caused tension with
her sisters who thought Tala’s reluctance might jeopardize
the adoption for all of them.
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While Sarah, the youngest, found a core group of friends
at school and adjusted more easily, Aya struggled at first
as sadness manifested itself in fighting and rebellion. “At
the beginning it still felt very shaky. I'd never had any con-
sistency of any kind. Staying in one place forever scared
me. It didn’t seem real. | needed to shake things up and
see if it was too good to be true. | kept asking ‘Are you
going to send me back?’ and the answer was always ‘No.”

Eventually, the message stuck and Aya internalized the
concept that her family is forever. Tala, too, began to fully
embrace the idea of Dave and Amy as her parents, not
just adults who she lived with. “To be sure, we waited to
finalize the adoptions until Tala turned 14, which is the age
of consent, because we wanted it to be her decision, not
anyone else’s,” Amy says.

THRIVING AND A BRIGHT FUTURE

Today, all three girls are thriving. In September 2012, Aya
became the first Project Wait No Longer child to enter
college, where she promptly made the Dean’s List for
both of her freshman semesters. Tala is flourishing as a
10" grader in the Middle Years Program, a precursor to
an International Baccalaureate. To see her on the lacrosse
field or walk across the room with her now equal length
legs, you would never know that just two years ago she
faced significant physical challenges. Last, but not least,
rising Freshman Sarah is posting good grades, excelling
at soccer, basketball and cross-country, and keeping busy
with that core group of friends.

CONSISTENCY, TIME AND CARING IS THE KEY

When asked what it took to make it this far, all of the
Rhodes say it was “consistency, time and caring.” There
were tough times, but Dave and Amy’s commitment and
steadfastness, combined with the girls’ resiliency and
everyone’s capacity for love pulled them through.

Tala’s advice to both prospective adoptive parents and
children in foster care who might form a family? “Give it
a chance. You don’'t know what you're missing so don’t
knock it until you've tried it.”
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Searching for Roots in Colombia

Suddenly curious about her birth family and her origins in Colombia, Rachel called The Barker
Foundation for help piecing together her life before she was adopted as a three-month-old.

Barker’s Post-Adoption Services team
shared Rachel’s file with her and gave
her some insight into the pros and cons
of the search process.

REALISTIC ENCOURAGEMENT

“Barker’s staff really encouraged me,
but also gave me realistic expectations.
In a very nice way, they made sure |
understood | might find things | might
not expect or might not want to know.
| knew | could call them for support if |
needed it,” Rachel says.

Rachel and her boyfriend traveled to
Bogota and hired a lawyer to search for
her birth mother using the information
from Rachel’s file. Within a day, he found
her and Rachel soon met not only her birth mother, but an
older sister, younger sister and three younger brothers. A
fourth brother had also been placed for adoption.

Open adoption is now the norm

CONNECTION ESTABLISHED

While Rachel didn’t find all the information she’d hoped -
her birth mother was not forthcoming about the identity
of her birth father or why she chose to place Rachel for
adoption - she feels she made connections that fill in
some of the gaps she felt in her identity. Her siblings all
live with Rachel’s older sister due to ongoing issues with
Rachel’s mother, and she maintains contact with them
through Facebook, especially her younger sister.

LIFELONG SUPPORT

Rachel encourages anyone struggling with their identity
to reach out to Barker and receive information and coun-
seling about the search process. “Even if you don’t want to
know about your birth family when you’re younger, keep
an open mind. You might want to someday and it’s nice to IN RESPONSE, WE ARE:

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2012 Financial

The Barker Foundation revenue increased 4% over 2011 due to
an increase in individual contributions and grant funding. Loyal
donors continued to give at generous levels despite an uncertain
economy. We were honored and grateful for the final installment
of the five-year $1 million gift from the Hillside Foundation. Grant
revenue grew as support from Foundations increased signifi-
cantly from the previous year.

FINANCIAL IMPACT OF TRENDS

In 2012, 91 children were placed in permanent, loving, adoptive
homes. This slight decrease in placements from the prior year
speaks to the challenges we faced with the growing unpredict-
ability in some of the international programs and the for-profit,
Internet adoption providers luring expectant mothers away from
the care and counseling offered by traditional nonprofit agencies
like Barker. Approximately half of the adoptions were from our
infant and older child Domestic Programs and the other half
were from our International Programs.

CONSOLIDATED STATEMENT OF ACTIVITIES

Overview

ENDOWMENT CAMPAIGN

Barker began a second endowment campaign in 2012, entitled
Legacy II: The Next Generation.

Its goal is to build on the endowment created in 1998 to secure
Barker’s services for future generations by increasing the
endowment from $3M to $10M. As an incentive, a generous
Barker family promised to match $3.5M in gifts to be pledged by
the rest of the Barker community. As of December 2012, Legacy
Il pledges and gifts during the “silent phase” raised more than
$1.5M, launching us into the public phase as we strive to reach
our $3.5M goal.

DONATIONS DIRECTLY SUPPORT OUR MISSION

With careful management of expenditures, administrative costs
remain at 9% of the overall budget and fundraising expenses

at only 5%. The majority of Barker’s 2012 spending went to
program services so contributors can count on their donations
to Barker making a difference in the lives of those we serve, as
86 cents on every dollar goes directly towards our mission.
