SEPARATION FROM BIRTHPARENTS:

<NAME> was abandoned on <DATE> for unknown reasons.  <S>He was admitted to <ADOPTION CENTER NAME AND LOCATION> on <DATE>.  On <DATE> the <BOARD, COURT> declared the child to be abandoned and available for adoption.  The <COURT> granted permission to <PARENTS> to adopt the child.

No information is available on either of <CHILD’S> birth parents.

CONSENT:

Consent of The Barker Foundation is omitted, as the child was never in the custody of this agency.  However, the agency strongly supports the finalization of this adoption and the granting of the final adoption decree.

CIRCUMSTANCES OF THE PLACEMENT:

<PARENTS> applied to The Barker Foundation, a licensed child-placing agency in the Commonwealth of Virginia on <DATE>.  Contacts with the <NAME> family took place on the following dates:  joint interviews on <DATE> and on <DATE>, individual interviews occurred on <DATE> and <DATE>, and the home visit took place on <DATE>.

The Barker Foundation certifies that this child was placed with the petitioners with a view towards adoption on <DATE>, and has lived with the petitioners continuously since that time.

Although the <FAMILY> have a Final Decree of Adoption from <COUNTRY>, they wish to readopt their son in Virginia in order to guarantee this adoption under Virginia law.  

This agency certifies that a representative of this agency visited the child and the petitioners three times within a six-month period, in accordance with the law.  The visits occurred on <DATES>.

(The Program Administrator will add this information) The <NAME> family paid the following agency fees: $275 pre-adoption discussion group fee, $500 application fee, $1500 homestudy fee, and $750 fee for the preparation of documents for India.  They have also paid a $900 fee for post-placement services and $250 for the court Report of Investigation document.  They paid $10,000 to India for the adoption and $1000 to their lawyer for finalization fees.
AGENCY’S RECOMMENDATION:
The Barker Foundation recommends that the final order of adoption be entered for <Name of petitioner> and <Name of petitioner>.
