Introductory Summary

Contact that led to the post-placement visit, including names and location of the meeting (in-home or virtual). Physical Description

Description of the infant, including current age in weeks or months, race/ethnicity, height/length, weight, hair and eye color, and any distinguishing features (e.g., birthmarks). Note general physical appearance, alertness, muscle tone, and comfort level at the time of the visit. Describe observed affect (e.g., calm, fussy, alert, drowsy) and responsiveness to caregivers.
Child’s Habits, Behaviors and Personality Characteristics

Summarize the infant’s temperament and behaviors based on parent report and social worker observation. Include feeding patterns (breast milk, formula, combination; ounces per feeding; feeding frequency), sleep patterns (length of naps, nighttime stretches, number of night wakings), and soothing strategies (e.g., rocking, swaddling, pacifier, movement). Note emerging personality traits (e.g., easygoing, sensitive, alert), preferences (e.g., being held, music, bath time), and any challenges such as reflux, excessive fussiness, or difficulty settling.
Developmental Progress

Describe the infant’s developmental progress relative to age expectations. Include observed milestones such as head control, tracking with eyes, smiling, cooing, rolling, grasping, or increased vocalization as appropriate for age. Note information from pediatric visits or developmental screenings. Address any referrals to early intervention services, therapies, or specialist evaluations (if applicable). Describe how parents are supporting development through tummy time, reading, talking, and play.
Health

Summarize the infant’s health since placement or the last report, including the most recent pediatric visit (date, provider name/credentials, and location). Daily Routine

Describe the infant’s typical daily routine, including feeding schedule, nap patterns, nighttime sleep, and caregiving routines. Note who provides primary care during the day and any childcare arrangements, if applicable. Describe bedtime routines (e.g., feeding, bath, rocking).Discuss sleeping arrangements and safe sleep is being observed (e.g. where does baby sleep; in what room and what type of bed. NOTE: Children are not allowed to share a bed with an adult). Summarize how parents divide caregiving responsibilities and any adjustments made as the infant grows. Include variations to routine on weekends or during travel.
Family Bonding and Adjustments

Describe the bonding and attachment observed between the infant and adoptive parent(s), including responsiveness to cries, eye contact, comfort-seeking, and engagement during feeding and play. Note parents’ confidence and adjustment to caregiving demands. Include observations of interactions with siblings (if applicable) and extended family. Document any travel completed or planned. Address contact or communication with birth parents as outlined in the PACA (e.g., sharing photos, updates, or visits). 
Impressions and Recommendations

Worker’s overall impression of how the placement is progressing, including the infant’s adjustment and the adoptive parents’ ability to meet the child’s physical and emotional needs. Include observations of nurturing, consistency, and responsiveness. End with  “The Barker Adoption Foundation recommends this adoptive placement continue.”
